Apple QuickTime for Windows version 6.0 or later is required. Recommended
versions are 7.4.1 or later with Windows XP, Windows Vista, version 7.1.6 for
Windows 2000 and version 6.5.2 for Windows 98, Windows ME. Note that all three
of these versions can be found in the OpenBook/PREREQS/QuickTime folder on
the first disc. The OpenBook Setup program will automatically prompt the user to
install the correct version if not found on the student computer.

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Server Installation

This Installation Guide takes you step by step through the installation of the
OpenBook English program. The first part fully installs OpenBook to your Server
computer, sets the appropriate security permissions and then runs OpenBook to
activate the installation and student enrollments. The second part takes you
through the different options for installing the student computers.

Insert Disc 1 into your CD or DVD drive. The OpenBook Setup program should
start automatically and display the screen below.

If the setup program does not start automatically, then click the Start button and
then My Computer . When the My Computer  window is displayed, doubleclick
on the CD or DVD drive with the OpenBook disc inserted. In the CD or DVD
window, doubleclick on Setup to runthe OpenBook English Setup program.

When the Setup screen appears, the screen should look as shown below. If not, use
the dropdown menu to the right of Install Type: to select Server: Install All

Select the desired Server drive from the available drive letters. If you are

installing the Server from a client computer, then select the drive letter that you
have mapped to the Server. Advanced: If you do not want the OpenBook folder
installed directly off the root of the selected drive, click on the Ch a n g dutton.
This will display a popup window allowing you to select another folder.

Check Create Shortcut On Desktop for Current User if you want an icon
created on the desktop for the current user only. Uncheck this option and check
Create Shortcut On Desktop for All Users if you want the icon to be available
for all users.

After the desired options have been selected, click the Install button to display the
OpenBook License Agreement screen shown on the next page.

OpenBook will now install the contents of Disc 1. The installation could take as
long as fifteen minutes depending on the speed of your computer. When Disc 1 is
finished installing a popup window will be displayed. Click the OK button.

Remove Disc 1 from the computer and insert Disc 2 if you received additional discs
from OpenBook. The OpenBook Setup program should start automatically and
display the screen below. If the setup program does not start automatically, then
click the Start button and then My Computer . When the My Computer  window
is displayed, doubleclick on the CD or DVD drive with the OpenBook disc

inserted. Inthe CD or DVD window, doubleclick on  Setup to run the OpenBook
Setup program.

Remove Disc 2 and repeat the
procedure used for Disc 2 with any additional discs you received.

OpenBook should now be fully installed on the Server. The next step is to set the
security permissions for the Server OpenBook folder.

For all users, the OpenBook program needs Read, Execute and File Scan
permission for the OpenBook folder and all subfolders exceptthe  Students
subfolder. For the Students subfolder only, all users need Full Control.

On Microsoft Windows servers, Full Control  usually means Read , Write ,
Create , Execute and Delete.

On Novell servers, Full Control usually means Read, Write , Create , File Scan
Modify and Erase .

Typically the OpenBook folder or a parent folder on the Server is shared so that
student computers can map a drive to the shared folder. On Windows servers it is
very important that the  sharing security permissions be set to Full Control.
Sharing permissions override the security permissions set on folders described
above.

Program Activation

The next step is to activate the OpenBook program on your Server. To activate
OpenBook, you must be logged into your Server computer as an  Administrator ~ or
have Full Control  permissions to the OpenBook folder and all subfolders. This is
only required for this initial program activation.

Locate the OpenBook English  icon on your desktop and doubleclick on it to run
OpenBook. If the icon was not installed on your Desktop, then click the Start
button, click All Programs , click OpenBook and then click OpenBook English

The OpenBook program should load and display the program activation screen

shown below. Key in your Customer Number  and Activation Number in the

corresponding white boxes and click the Next button to activate your installation.
