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OpenBook products are easy for teachers  and student s to use.  They can be used as 

part of a directed lesson or as part of a cooperative learning activity.  Individual 

students assigned to the program can work independently with little supervision.  

OpenBookõs Application Cycle is a simple four-phase process:  

Introduction  

Phase 1:   It takes less than a minute for the teacher to enroll a student into the 

OpenBook program.  This includes assigning Chapters  and tailoring the 

enrollment to the studentõs unique needs such as instruction in another language. 

 

Phase 2:  The student quickly learns to navigate the OpenBook software and work 

through the Pages of assigned Chapters.   

 

Phase 3:   Everything each student does creates an activity trail in the form of a 

personal database. The OpenBook software turns these student databases into 

charts and class reports that a teacher can view to assess each studentõs progress 

or that of the entire class .

OpenBook has built into all of the Teacher and Student screens what OpenBook 

refers to as òJust -In -Time Trainingó.  This facility allows teachers and students 

to learn exactly what they need to know immediately by simply clicking on the  ? 
icon.  Clicking on this  icon causes an audio / visual tutorial to play that explains  

the current feature, function and / or sequence of steps.  

 

òJust-In -Timeó training allows the teacher or student to learn the feature they 

need just when they need it .  It also helps students to work independently 

and stay focused on their lessons.  

After license activation, the program will initially open to the Teacher Menu  

automatically.  Once a teacher and students are enrolled, the program will always 

open to the Student Sign -In Menu .  Pages 26 and 27 provide instructions for 

switching back and forth between the Teacher Menu  and Student Sign -In Menu.
